Evaluation and Award:

Applications will be evaluated by a committee of music educators using the following criteria, in order of importance:

1. Commitment to a career in music education

2. Financial need

3. Musical achievement during junior/senior high school, including participation in District, All-State and All-Eastern festivals

4. Academic achievement during junior/senior high school

5. Overall balance between music and other academic subjects, as well as extra- curricular activities

The value of the scholarship(s) is determined annually by the district’s Executive Board and general membership.

Music Education Scholarship winners will be recognized at school graduation or awards ceremonies.

Scholarship recipient(s) will be invited to the MMEA-WD June dinner meeting.

Scholarship checks will be sent directly to the college, upon submission of the first semester’s grade report, provided the student has a grade point average of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale.
