Present your research and findings accurately, clearly and coherently 

I started my primary research with a questionnaire by doing this I can obtain the views of different people, which can then be interpreted quantitatively.

To help me to ask the right questions I looked in books and on the Internet to see what main topics came up when talking about euthanasia. 

I used a book called ‘e1the euthanasia issue’. It is aimed at people aged 15-19. This was very useful because I wanted to do a questionnaire with appropriate language for teenagers.

I also used the Internet to find relevant articles to help when writing the questionnaire for adults.  I used a website called ‘euthanasia.com’. It was very good because it gave many views from many backgrounds. E.g. a view from a woman who had helped to have euthanasia performed on her husband and a view from a Christian. 

I also used newspaper articles to back the information from the Internet and the book. I used back issues from The Guardian, The Japan Times, The Church Times and Disability Now. To keep my work as up to date as possible I used articles no older than two years.    

Conclusion

From looking at my questionnaire and graphs I have found that 50% of people under the age of 20 thought euthanasia should be legalised in the UK. only 40% of people asked over 20 years of age thought it should be legalised in the UK. 10% of the under 20’s asked were unsure to where or not euthanasia should be legal, this compares to 20 % of over 20’s who where unsure to where or not it should be legal. From this I conclude that the majority of under 20’s thought that euthanasia should be legalised and that there is an even number of people who felt it should or shouldn’t be legalised in the over 20 age group.

This however does not mean that 50% of under 20 in the whole of the UK feel the it should be legalised and it does not mean that 40% of over 20’s think it should be legalised. My sample was to small to deduce such things, to be able to do that I would have to take samples for many people across the UK. 

From looking at my graphs and questionnaire, I have found that 80% of people asked if religion should play a part in the decision to legalise in the under 20’s asked said no it should not. Only 70% of people over the age of 20 thought that is should not play a part. Not in either age rang was anyone unsure to where or not it should play apart. For this I conclude that the majority of both age ranges thought religion should not play a part in the decision to legalise euthanasia. 

This is however unlikely to be the case for the whole of the UK, the sample I have taken may have contained only non-religious people therefore giving an inaccurate view. There are many religious people in the UK. Who will consider it to be against god’s wishes.
