Comment upon the methods used to measure the success of the social policy using data to support the findings.

It is very important for a country to know how the health system is working and how it is benefiting the people. In France they have many ways to find out how things are going and what improvements the people what to see. 

Geographers use models to track the progress of developing countries. There are many types of models that have been used in the past one of these is the Rostow model, his model sates that each country can be put into 5 stages of development. 

Stage 1. The traditional society, this is when the country is basted around farming with limited technology.

Stage 2. Preconditions for take off, this is when the country uses external help to improve the industries of the country. 

Stage 3. Take off, this is when the country can support itself without outside help.

Stage 4. The drive to maturity, the country is now self-sustaining and growth spreads quickly. 

Stage 5.  High Mass consumption, this is the expansion of tertiary industry.

France reached stage 5 in 1950 so this model can no longer represent France. When a country reaches a certain state of development they are left to do there own research into how the country is developing. One way is to use hospital notes that will show how many children have died and of what. They can also see how many people have died of alcoholic poisoning and of cancer. With this information they can use it determine what is the biggest killer and what should be done to lower this rate. E.g. the number of people who died from breast cancer has increased therefor France uses some of the money raised through taxation to build better screening centres and pay for more women to have a screening. Also if there was from looking at hospital figures a rise in children dying from an illness such as chicken pox, they could make sure more children have the vaccination.          

The amount of children that died from chicken pox and other similar illnesses in France is shown on page 3.

The government can also see how the sales of cigarettes have increased and cross reference that with the amount of people dying from lung cancer. If the numbers coincide, they can try to lower the amount of smokers by promoting the bad effects it can have and run centres to help people to give up. They can also put bans on smoking in public places so the number of passive smokers goes down. 

The amount of people who smoke and the number of people who get lung cancer in France in 2002 are shown on page 3.

They can also look into how much money is made through working per household to see if it is increasing with time. If it is then the country is on track if however it is not then they could introduce new working opportunities such as building new shopping centres or industries. 

The amount of money made per household is shown on page 4.

They can also keep track of how many children there are in each family and see if there schools to accommodate all of them, if not they can provide new ones or provide buses to get to other schools. Also they can see how many people live in each house, which will tell them if there is a need for more houses.

They can also using hospital data find out how many teen pregnancy there are a year which then they can use to see if there is the right amount of sex education in schools and places which young people can get information and contraception.

The number of teen pregnancy against the number of places to get contraception is shown on page 4.
