Materials needed for each class:  textbook, purple composition book, black and red pens, black Sharpie, colored pencils, scissors, rulers, glue stick, white glue, crayons

General description of course:  The main topics to be covered this year are reflecting on worship, the Eucharist, the sacraments of healing, the sacraments of vocation, and the Ten Commandments.

Evaluation:  

Religion class is designed to allow students to gain a better understanding of what it means to be a Catholic and to love and worship God. The class procedure will usually begin the same each day with a prayer, a warm-up exercise, presentation of new content, and an application activity. 

There will be a test after each chapter and several Maintenance quizzes during each trimester.  Study sessions will be given during class time the day before the test is given. Retests will be offered to students who receive a score of 75 or lower and can score no higher than an 80 on the retake.  Retests will not be given during class time and must therefore be taken during lunch recess or before or after school.  Students have 7 days to take the retest.  It is important that students take advantage of the retests when offered.

Service Projects will be assigned once a trimester.  As people of faith, it is important that students learn at an early age how to give to the less fortunate.

Assignments are expected to be turned in during the class period they are due.  It is the student’s responsibility to turn in all assignments.  Late assignments will be assessed a 1-point penalty and missing assignments will receive a “0”.  All students are expected to take an active role in their education. 

Absences will occur from time to time.  It is the student’s responsibility to ask for any missed assignments on the day the student returns to school.  Missed exams must be taken within 7 days.  For planned absences, it is imperative that a note is sent in as early as possible so that work can be assigned.

The grades for each quarter will be calculated in the following manner:
