Partner:  No partners allowed.

Purpose:  To conduct research on a chosen topic, and put the results in a professional visually appealing form.

Materials:  internet, library!, etc.

Procedure: 

1.  Choose from the following two topics: Science classes in college or Measurements in the real world.


2.  Conduct thorough research on the topic using ALL of your available resources.


3.  Record your findings in the form of a poster, pamphlet, or other visual form.  The presentation can be no larger than 

11” x 17”.  You must present your findings in an ordered, neat, & visually appealing form.


4.  Make sure that the questions below are addressed.

Data:

1.  Science Classes in College



a.  What TWO fields of study are you contemplating?



b.  What TWO colleges would you like to attend that have this field of study?



c.  What are the science classes that are required and recommended for those TWO fields of  study?  Why do 

they believe these are important?



d.  Do they recommend any science classes to take in high school?



e.  What is the minimum GPA you must have in high school, and what must you keep in your  subject area in 

college?



f.  Name one area in which Physics is used in your possible career.  There will be at least one!  Creativeness is 

acceptable, as long as it is accurate.


2.  Measurements/Significant Figures in the Real World



a.  Choose at least TWO popular real-life instances where measurements/significant figures were inaccurate and 

caused huge problems.  Discuss these thoroughly.



b.  Why are measurements/significant figures important in any science class?

Results:  You must also include at least THREE sources on a separate sheet of paper or on the back.  Use the correct form for your bibliography.  You may not use more than two of the same type of source!  ex. phone calls, internet, catalog, mail correspondence, magazine, etc.

Conclusion:  This will be a major grade weighted once.  Neatness and presentation are just as important as the information included.
