Comments about Evensong series

The Evensong book has quite attractive Orders of Service for each gathering.  You could quite simply just photocopy them and use them.  This was not convenient for me because I would have had to drive to Staples for a photocopier, whereas my printer was right at home.  Retyping the readings was easier, and this allowed me to make the minor alterations to the Order of Service that I wanted to make.  So I am providing a template for these services, but don’t feel obliged to use it.  Do whatever is most convenient for you.

The Evensong books suggest a preparation activity for each gathering, which is intended to be done by participants at home in the intervening week between two gatherings.  As an alternative to this, you might choose to set up a Gathering Table with paper and pencils, and adapt the activity so that it it can be done as a few minutes of quiet reflection prior to the service itself.  If you choose not to do this, just delete this element from the Order of Service. 

Notes to service-preparer:

· To use this template, just highlight the words you want to replace and type in what you need.

· Giving proper credit to for use of reading and music – if you are using material that is in the hymnal, then just give the hymnal # in order of service – hymnals will be available at the service, where proper credit is given.  If you are using material from elsewhere, be sure to credit the author(s).

· Feel free to re-order the service elements as you choose.

· Delete or insert  additional music, readings, etc at will!
