	Deepening and Consolidation of Child Rights:


NCCR has selected 50 CBOs in the ten districts (Swabi, Mardan, 
Charsadda, Dir, Swat, Haripur, Mansehra, Karak, Bannu and Dera 
Ismail Khan)of North West Frontier Province of  Pakistan. NCCR is 
consolidating Child/Adolescents Rights at the community level. In 
this program NCCR is concentrating on the selected CBOs. The 
activists of these CBOs meet monthly and discuss/share the progress 
made by them regarding children rights in their villages. The 
purpose of the program is to protect and provide Child Rights by 
sensitizing and mobilizing the parents, local Government and the 
community to achieve:

	Adolescents’ Programs:


NCCR started a program of Child Rights Advocates in 2001; in this 
program children/adolescents are imparted training to be able to 
raise their voices for their rights themselves and learn life skills. 
NCCR has organized adolescent groups in 50 communities in 2002. 
NCCR has imparted training to 75 activists (35Adolescents and 40 
Community Activists) on life skills for adolescents during 2002. 
These trained adolescents and activists have further organized and 
trained 50 Adolescent groups. The following topics were covered.
