IST129 – Project #3

Total possible points: 140 counting ALL extra credit

This project covers chapters 4, 5, 6 (Netscape only) and part of chapter 7.

For this project, update your index.htm (or index.html) page to:

1. display a map of the United States (you must hunt for the image on the WWW)

2. use HTML maps to section off one state

3. put a text message below the map to tell the user which state to choose

4. when the user clicks on that state, display another HTML page that you have created, showing various attractions with pictures and text for that state.

For 100 points:

· Link to your state’s page form your index.htm file (implies correct usage of the map) (30%)
· Use horizontal rules and various headers (<h1>..<h6> tags) to set off sections of your document extolling the virtues of the state chosen. (5%)
· Use a correct <Title> tag on your state’s page (5%)
· Use at least 6 pictures of attractions from that state, resizing the pictures as needed to fit neatly on your page. (5% per picture up to a maximum of 30%)

· Flow text describing the attractions in a pretty fashion around the pictures using the ALIGN attributes of the <IMG> tag as needed. I expect you to use around 200 words in your text. (30%)
For extra credit:

· Use colored text as needed to promote the attractions on your state’s page (5%)
· Do the same thing for an additional state, but use different pictures, text, etc. (25% - previous 2 extra credit points do not apply)

· Use pop-up help in the form of a javascript “window.alert” function at least once on your state’s page. Multiple uses of it do not garner additional credit, but do provide good practice. (10%) The syntax in context is (see page 201 for details):

The availability of flora in North Carolina is amazing. In addition to a wide variety of shrubs, you will find daisies, pansies, and the ever present <a href=”javascript:window.alert(‘The WimsyWalk is the Sate Flower. It blooms blah-blah…’)> WimsyWalk  </a> flowers growing wild by the roadside.

Remember to:

· Upload your web pages to your web site (if your web site is NOT updated, expect to lose 10%)
· Upload all graphic images to your web site (if not, expect to lose another 10%)
· Put your student number on your WWW site pages (or lose 10%)
· Missing and or misspelled tags or missing ending tags will lose 1 point per mistake.
