I. CALL TO ORDER:

The Meeting was called to order at 7:30 o’clock in the evening led by Mon.

II.  DISCUSSIONS:

With Mon presiding, discussions starts with the streamer issue.   As per Emil, he has already put up one streamer within the school vicinity.  Mon commended Emil for a job well done.
Next was the update on the new website drafted by Mon Maglalang which was the /http./www.au.geocities.com/ocnhs81 after which Mon read the update of the Australian meeting.

Minimum amount would be Php25.00 because we are on our 25th year.  And so hut was passed and the total amount collected for the day was Php745.00.  The collected amount was turned over to Vhem as she was the custodian for the revolving fund.
Benjie was given the chance to explain the project about the canopy.  The sketch was passed on for comment.  It was turn over to the project committee.
Streamer for the grand reunion day was then discussed.  Badith suggested that the material to be used should be tarpoline not just the commonly used clothe so it will last for long.  No objection about that matter and Gilbert suggested that if the material is ready, it should be prepared now.  Mon asked if it is the same number with the streamer for the regular meeting, Emil recommend that three (3) is enough and so it was agreed that three (3) is enough and one would be placed in the school vicinity and the other two (2) would be in strategic places.

After the designations, Marj suggested that advertisement on the radio should begin and should be aired once a month.  Mon tossed the matter to the committee on communications.  
Nes reminded everyone that the fund now was reduced to Php11,000+ after withdrawing the amount for the operating expenses and need some backup and so Gilbert asked that other than the pledges, what are the targets?
Mon stated that the target budget for the grand reunion day was Php100,000.00.  How to produce it?  Suggest fund-raising program.  What kind?  Think of any good fund-raising campaign/solicitation.  

Benjie proposed for a tie-up with the Casino for selling tickets for Bingo game.  Some organizations in Olongapo City was doing that kind of fund-raising.  Gilbert was designated to be in-charge with that matter.

Mon then suggested that pledges should be renewed and should begin with those who were present.
