The national championships (the Stella Rock Trophy) will be held at Watermead near Aylesbury on 27 July. The venue has been chosen very carefully to be as convenient/inconvenient as possible for everyone. It is handy for the M1 and M40 motorways, and close to Luton airport. 
The Euro event is being held in Liverpool because Liverpool is the biggest cheap airline hub outside London. It is a fair stretch of the legs from south of the Thames, but not as far as we in North Wales come to see you! 
Two events (Southwold and Liverpool) are billed as 1 ½ day events. It is hoped that the racing will start after lunch on Saturday and continue until the usual time on Sunday.  There will be a slightly different approach at the two venues.

Liverpool

This event will be combined with a world Footy designer’s championship and symposium, which already has firm bookings from the USA and Canada. We will be collecting some of the world’s foremost Footy designers with their latest boats, hired guns and all, to race in the Euro event during the day and take part in a symposium on Footy design in the Monday. Graham Bantock will be delivering a paper and Russell Potts, probably THE guru of model yachting history, has agreed to chair the symposium. If practical, the proceedings of the symposium will be published by Curved Air Press.

We are block booking reasonably priced accommodation in a university hall of residence (10 min drive from the pond). 
Anyone else who wishes to attend is extremely welcome. Full details will be published very shortly. 
Apart from these two special events, we have made every effort to distribute events in a manner that accurately reflects where owners actually live. So when you in Hove or Poole complain that it’s all too far, remember that the guy in Burnley or Rhos-on-Sea is saying exactly the same thing about you. People in the Midlands just look smug! I appreciate that many of you are a little on the elderly side and I know from personal experience how difficult life-supporting diuretics make travel. When I have made some administrative tricks happen, we will be publishing a ‘would be entrants’ Google map for each event. This will indicate (if people use it) who is thinking of entering, who can share cars, possibly who can provide overnight accommodation, and so on.
