DIRECTIONS:

This is the first tournament held by the newly formed Highlanders Polocrosse Club. It is intended to be run as a fun turnabout tournament. We understand that it may be further to travel than you are used to,  so we are running it as a non profit tournament and offering a contribution towards fuel costs for the winning teams. The entry fee is considerably lower than all other tournaments even though we are offering better facilities (showers! cheap, home cooked catering! flushing toilets! better awards!) Full catering will be available all weekend for breakfast, lunch and evening meals.

We hope that you come and support us and help polocrosse extend to the Scottish Borders.

BRIEFING TIME:
Saturday at 9.00 a.m. for all players and umpires.

START TIME:
Saturday at 10.00 a.m. / Sunday at 9.00 a.m. (we will aim to finish early on Sunday so you can get home.)

PADDOCKS:
DIY electric fencing only. Limited stables are available.

CATERING:
Full catering will be available all weekend for breakfast, lunch and evening meals. All food is prepared on site and at reasonable prices. Hot and cold refreshments available all weekend. In addition there are a number of shops and takeaways in Alnwick which is a few minutes drive from the grounds.

SHOWERS:
Showers on site.

TOILETS:
Real flushing toilets on site!

ENTERTAINMENT:
Disco and bar in the club house.

FARRIER:
In attendance all weekend.

PARAMEDICS:
There will be Paramedic cover during tournament play.

RULES:   
International Rules, with UKPA variations and the Code of Conduct as published in the 2005 UKPA Annual Yearbook will apply.
UKPA or PONY CLUB

MEMBERSHIP:
Entries can only be accepted for fully paid up members of the UKPA or PONY CLUB. Riding hats must comply with the UKPA standard and be suitably tagged.

HORSE WELFARE:

A horse welfare officer will be on site.  The officer will be given full discretion to withdraw horses from the tournament if deemed unfit to play.  There will be a veterinary surgeon on call. All horses and ponies would be expected to be vaccinated for flu and tetanus.

DOGS:
Dogs on lead at all times. This is a working farm, please be aware of livestock.

TOURNAMENT:

The tournament will be played in sections. Sections entered will be placed in divisions dependent upon their collective grade total (as outlined below.) It will be played as a fun turnabout tournament.

GRADING:
Players will be graded by the UKPA.

CLASSES:
A: Sections to total 28 and above  


B: Sections to total 18 – 27 


C: Sections to total 8 – 17


D: Sections to total 0 – 7

DUTY TEAM ROTA:
Every Section must provide 1 goal judge, a scorer/timekeeper, and a ball for each match played.

ENTRY FEES:

£25 per senior division player. £15 per Junior / PC division player. Entries to be received by 19th July with a single payment from each club for the total due.

DECLARATION:
A representative from each club must sign the declaration on the attached entry form agreeing that the Section entered agrees to be bound by the rules and conditions of the Tournament.
