Directions to KTPC:

Risebridge Farm is situated 1 mile out of the village of Goudhurst, Nr. Tunbridge Wells.

From the M25 take J5 signed A21 to Hastings. Stay on the A21 past Tonbridge and Tunbridge Wells. This road is a mix of dual and single carriageway and you will go straight over two roundabouts that you come to. At the third roundabout, turn left off the A21 onto the A262 signed to Ashford and Goudhurst. After two miles, you will come to a pub called the Green Cross Inn and a small service station. Take the next right ¼ mile afterwards onto Blue Coats Lane. At the crossroads, go straight over and the entrance to the camping field is 200m on your right after the main driveway to Risebridge Farm. 

Traditionally, the Kent Tournament has a fun, relaxed atmosphere, making it an ideal event to give young horses an outing and players a chance to ‘play up the grades’.

Horse Welfare:
Any horse that a club or player wishes to withdraw must be inspected by the welfare officer and chief umpire prior to substitution. Failure to comply will render the club in breach of the tournament rules and may lead to disqualification of the club from the competition.

Veterinary: 

Goudhurst Vets and Equine Surgery will be on call over the weekend.

Farrier: 
A farrier will be on call for emergencies only. 

Horses should be adequately shod prior to the tournament.

Paddocks: 

DIY electric fencing – electrified penning for horses must comply with

guidelines and advice.  

First Aid:

Paramedics will be on site.

Catering: 
There will be a food stall on Saturday and Sunday selling drinks, snacks, home-made rolls and cakes. On Saturday night, there will be a BBQ that is included in the entry fee. Extra meal tickets are available from the food stall at a cost of £5.

A licensed bar will be open on Friday and Saturday evenings.

Entertainment:

Facilities: 
Facilities include flushing loos, port-a-loos, showers, and horse wash down area.

Field Controllers:
Each field will be under the direct supervision of a Field Controller/

Assistant Field Controller whose duty it will be to ensure the smooth running of play on that field. He/ she will liase with the Chief Umpire regarding the late arrival of teams, umpires, goal judges and scorekeepers/ timers.

Briefing:

Saturday 8.45am for all Team Captains and Club Reps.

Start Time:

Saturday 9.30am & Sunday 9am (unless otherwise stated).

Team Captains:
Each team must have a nominated captain who will identify themselves to both umpires and game officials prior to each game. 

Game Officials &
Each team must provide suitable people to fill the roles of timekeeper/ Equipment:

scorer and goal judges. Each team must provide a named match ball.

Club Representatives:
Please provide the details of a club representative with whom the organisers can liase with before, during and after the tournament.

Arbitration Committee:
Where necessary an arbitration committee will be set up in accordance with the UKPA rules and guidelines.

Declaration:
A senior official of the club must sign the entry forms on behalf of each club, agreeing to the rules and conditions of the tournament.

Cancellation:
In the unlikely and extreme event of cancellation of the tournament for whatever reason, the organisers reserve the right to retain such proportion of the entry fees as necessary to cover any expenses reasonably incurred.

Health and Safety:
The Organisers of the event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be effective everyone must take reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions and all officials and stewards.

Any person mounted on a horse shall wear an approved helmet at all times.

Legal Liability:
Horse riding is a dangerous sport – All participants, whether riders, spectators, or officials, do so at their own risk. Neither the Organisers, nor any person acting on their behalf accept any liability for any loss, accident, damage, injury or illness to horses, riders, spectators, officials or any other person or property whatsoever.

Conduct at Kent Target Polocrosse Club:

Any person who in the opinion of the organising committee has behaved in a way prejudicial to interests of Kent Club and/ or the UKPA may be barred from the grounds immediately and without appeal.
