Follow signs to Ivinghoe B488. Stay on this road, you will pass traffic controlled cannel bridges. When you reach Ivinghoe take the sign right (opposite the church) to Cheddington, Horton, Mentmore – this is still part of the B488. You will have to go over another traffic controlled cannel bridge and then the grounds will be on your left. If you get to Horton you have gone too far!!

HORSE WELFARE:

A horse welfare officer will be on site.  The officer will be given full discretion to withdraw horses from the tournament if deemed unfit to play.  There will be a veterinary surgeon on call. All horses and ponies would be expected to be vaccinated for flu and tetanus

DOGS:
Dogs on lead at all times.

TOURNAMENT:

The tournament will be played in teams of 6 players each. Teams entered will be placed in divisions dependent upon their collective grade total.

DUTY TEAM ROTA:
Every Section must provide 1 goal judge, a scorer/timekeeper, and a ball for each match played.

ENTRY FEES:

£35 per senior player. £25 per junior player (must be 16 or under on 1 Jan 2005). Entries received after the closing date (17th June) may be accepted but will require an additional fee of £10 per player to cover administrative costs.



Liscombe Park will only accept entry fees from 1 cheque per club from their club representative. e.g. one cheque from each club, not a cheque from each individual player. The entry fees will need to be accompanied by the Team Section Entry forms for all Teams playing and the Total Fees Form. It is each club’s responsibility to collect payment from all their players and send a total cheque to Liscombe Park for this tournament. Any player that has not paid their entry fees in full will have to result in their whole team not being allowed to play on the pitch throughout the tournament.
