UKPA Membership

All entrants must be UKPA members

Horse Welfare
A Horse Welfare Officer will be on site at all times, any club wishing to play a substitute horse after the declaration is in, must obtain a written certificate from that officer endorsed by The Arbitration Committee.

Umpires
All clubs must provide accredited umpires for each team they enter. A levy will be made against clubs who do not provide an umpire on time for each game that is allocated to them

Team Captains/Managers
Each team must nominate a Captain and a Manager who may be the same person.  The Captain is responsible for “on pitch” matters and the Manager for “ off pitch” matters, only these people may bring complaints or problems to the committee.

Goal Judges/
Clubs must provide at least TWO Goal judges who must be UKPA members 

Timekeepers/Scorers
Each club must provide a Scorer/Timekeeper for each game.  Clubs that anticipate any difficulty should notify the Field controller of the relevant field  without delay and in any case at least 15 mins before the start of the game in question.

Arbitration Committee
An Arbitration Committee has been established to deal with any disputes arising during the tournament.

Dogs
