Directions:

Take the A12 from junction of A14 and A12 in an easterly direction towards Felixstowe to go over the Orwell bridge.  Take the second exit off A12 after the bridge and then the third exit at the roundabout below the A12 onto the A1156 ( Felixstowe Rd).  Travel for 1 mile back towards Ipswich and just after a lane on your right call Straight Lane there will be a double gated entrance into the grounds.

Arrival and Departure Times

The grounds will be open to horseboxes and camping etc from Thursday morning and people can stay on site until Monday 15th August.       

Noise and Disturbance Levels

The council and showground has requested that we limit the level of noise/music etc on the site, as well as bar opening times to public hours.  The UKPA has agreed to this condition of hire.

Muck and Rubbish

A rubbish skip is proved as well as large dustbins for litter etc.  Muck should be heaped in one area within each clubs camping area.  

Entry Criteria

To play at the National Championships overseas players must have been resident in the UK from the 1st June 2005 and have been a member of the UKPA by that date. Overseas players are required to play two tournaments in the UK prior to the National Championships.

UK members need to have paid membership by 1st June 2005 and to have played a minimum of one tournament before the Championships

Dispensation will only be considered for new to the sport members who have joined the UKPA after the 1st June 2005 and have played a minimum of one tournament before the Championships. Otherwise no dispensation will be given.

Play will commence at mid-day on friday 12th August

Open Divisions will be grouped according to team grades as not all pre entries were received with team names this will be set dependent on entries. 

This tournament is the UKPA National Club Championships. The tournament, in the first instance, will, therefore, be organised into Club Teams of six but entries will be considered from Clubs for sections but the Organisers reserve the right to combine sections from different clubs to form teams if space is available.

Low entries in any division may result in a sections competition being played in that Division.

In the Junior & Primary Junior Divisions Clubs are invited in the first instance to submit an entry for one team of 6 per Division. In the event of low entries the Organisers may offer the opportunity for those Clubs with teams already entered to submit additional entries.

Tournament Rules & Code of Conduct

International Rules, with UKPA variations and the Code of Conduct as published in the 2005 UKPA Annual Yearbook will apply.

First Aid

There will be two fully qualified paramedics on site

Horse Welfare

UKPA approved Horse Welfare Officers will be on site with full discretion to withdraw horses from the Tournament if deemed unfit to play

A Veterinary Surgeon will be on call to assist the Horse Welfare Officers and to be available in case of emergency

A Farrier will be available but horses must be adequately shod prior to arrival.

Electrified penning for horses must comply with guidelines and advice

Tournament Arbitration & Disciplinary Matters

Committee: Tournament Secretary, 1 x UKPA Trustee, 1 x UKPA Executive Member, The Chief Umpire or his Deputy and 1 x Regional Chief Umpire. Four such members shall form a quorum.

The Tournament Secretary will chair the Committee.

The 2005 UKPA Annual Yearbook will form the basis for any procedures to be adopted.

Playing Field Personnel/Equipment

Each team must provide two goal judges (UKPA Members ), a scorer/timekeeper and a suitable match ball for each match they play. It is the responsibility of each Club to make appropriate arrangements to meet this requirement.

Field Controllers

Each Region will be responsible for providing a Field Controller/Assistant Field Controller whose duty it will be to ensure the smooth running of play on that field by monitoring the provision and adequacy of Playing Field Personnel and Equipment (to include table, chairs, whistles and appropriate bell or horn for timekeeping) and making such directions as s/he consider necessary. Field allocations will be drawn at random by the Tournament Organisers. The Field Controller/Assistant Field Controller will liase with the Umpire regarding the late arrival of teams and with the Chief Umpire regarding the late arrival of Umpires. The Field Controllers will be directly responsible to the Tournament Organisers.

Umpires

The Tournament organisers will allocate Clubs umpiring duties according to the number of teams entered.

Names will be allocated by the tournament organisers in the context of the tournament schedule. Any change to the allocations MUST be cleared with the Chief Umpire or one of the Regional Umpires.

All umpire horses must be fit and suitable for the purpose

Failure to comply with the above may result in the Club being referred to the Tournament Disciplinary Committee – Penalties such as fines, points deducted or even disqualification from the tournament may be levied

Tournament Entries

All entries must be submitted in writing, on the entry form provided, by 10pm Tuesday 2nd August . The form must be fully completed and returned, either by post or preferably by e-mail, to the Tournament Secretary no later than the date and time indicated.

Late entries will not be accepted. The Tournament Organisers reserve the right to refuse entries.

Entry Fees

All balances of entry fees must be paid before the commencement of play. Teams that have not paid their entry fees will not be allowed to play

Loan of Players

Clubs are reminded that this is the UKPA National Club Championships. The UKPA (Transfer of Players) Rules 1998 applies – Combined Teams will be considered but not if they are created with the sole purpose of winning the competition to the detriment of any club. All final decisions on team entries will be the responsibility of the Tournament Arbitration Committee and will be made by Friday 6th August.

Grading
The UKPA (Grading of Players) Rules 2004 will be strictly enforced.

For the purposes of grouping & seeding teams, the Tournament Organisers will use the latest revision of the UKPA Gradings as issued by the UKPA Chief Umpire.

Dogs 

Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times – this applies to ALL dogs. Please do not bring dogs if you are not prepared to abide by this rule.

Cancellation
In the unlikely and extreme event of cancellation of the Tournament for whatever reason, the organisers reserve the right to retain such proportion of the entry fees as necessary to cover any expenses reasonably incurred. 

Catering
Food wagon available during Friday, Saturday and Sunday.
