Please see the menu and note that all the food will be cooked fresh, hence the tickets must be purchased from Gail King, prior to the event.

Tournament play will commence at 8.30 a.m. and aim to finish at 1.30 p.m., so leaving the remainder of the day to host the First Test Series

DIRECTIONS:

From the North:   M5 Junction 6 – take the road to Evesham A4538, at small island go straight ahead signed A44.  Pass Berkley Arms on your right, approx 1 mile after this pub, Drakes Broughton is signed to the right, take this turning and the new entrance to Stonehall Farm is the gateway on the left after 150 metres.

From the South;   M5 Junction 7 – take road to Pershore B4048 – follow this road through the village of Stoulton , and on into Drakes Broughton,  Plough and Harrow pub on the right.  Passing a motorcycle garage on the left – take the next left signed ‘village centre’.  Past the Old Oak pub on the right and under a railway bridge, Stonehall Farm is on the right. Past the farmhouse and barn conversion, the new entrance to Stonehall is 100 metres on the right.
