DIRECTIONS:  The Northern Racing College is on the A638 Bawtry to Doncaster Road.  From the A1 take the A614 at the Blyth roundabout. The exit is also signposted “Services”. Take the road straight through Bawtry, where it turns into the A638.  Having left Bawtry you will go over a railway bridge and then pass a Paintballing Centre and RSPCA kennels on your left.  The Northern Racing College is approximately 400 yards on the left.

Camping:  Accomodation is diy, with ample room for horseboxes, caravans and tents on site.  There is a safe area for tents behind post and rail fencing.

Horses:  There is no stabling.  Please bring your own electric fencing.  Horses should be penned according to UKPA guidelines with no more than three horses per electric fence unit.  Fencing must be charged at all times when pens are occupied.  Please pen sensibly or you may be asked to move your pen.

Equipment: All riding saddlery and riding wear must comply with UKPA standards.  Wayne Henning, UKPA Chief Umpire will be in attendance to check and tag hats.  All hats must be tagged for 2009 before players are allowed to take part in any coaching session.

First Aid:  Names first aiders will be in attendance during coaching sessions.

Facilities:  There are toilets and showers on site.  Non players will be asked to contribute £1 each towards the cost of these.  There will be no skips please take your rubbish home.

Catering:  The Junior Squad will be serving light refreshments throughout the day and there will be a meal in the evening.  All proceeds will go to Junior Squad funds, so please support them.
