Discussion continued around the challenges of meeting the New Deal, maintaining service and protecting education.  It was noted that work was going on with directorates.

The need to confirm arrangements for non consultant grades was noted.  This would be discussed with Mr Forster. ON CALL PAYMENTS
Mr Redfern reported that this issue had been the subject of vigorous debate at MAC.  The general view was that consultants did not want to undertake resident on call work as cover for junior doctors.  The terms of any agreement to do so would be designed to deter their use by management. A ballot would be held to ask consultants for their detailed views on this issue.  Mr Yates said that generally he felt that consultants undertaking resident on call would be a waste of skill and resource.  There did need to be an agreement to deal with circumstances where this may arise.

RAIL TRAVEL
The use of first class rail travel was discussed.  It was felt that an option would be to ask for standard class travel to be used where possible.  The MAC would be asked for a view.  ACTION:  Mr. Redfern
