Dear Potential Sponsor

The 1st X1 consolidated themselves in Division A of the Aire-Wharfe League and providing a marvellous Waddilove Cup run which came to an end with a home semi-final defeat to local rivals, Otley CC. 

At the invitation of the Aire-Wharfe League the club was proud to host the Waddilove Cup Final. We are pleased to report that this was acclaimed as one of the best staged finals for many years. We look forward to the opportunity to prove we can do as well, if not better in the future. At Pool CC we know that the facilities on offer are good and it is our intention to continue developing. 

This season we have been pleased to add a new team to our growing number, the Pool Ladies X1. They have played Sunday fixtures in the White Rose League and Thursday evening fixtures in the Nidderdale Ladies Evening League. At the end of their first competitive season they have gained promotion into the Northern Division and by all accounts look set to quickly move towards Premier League status.

We are even more proud of Holly and Phoebe who have progressed to selection for the North of England Under 19 Squad.  Amongst the boys Redmond Bolton and Josh Inglis represented Aire-Wharfe Taverners and Yorkshire Schools. New arrivals on the representative scene were Charlie Bell, William Carter and Joe Inglis who played for Leeds Schools.

Pool CC has come a long way in the last few years. There is a great deal to be proud of and much more to come in the near future.
