My March fly is two versions of the black leach patern which is a easy fliy to tye. The first is the electric black leach.

Tail:                 Blavk Maribo

Body:               Black chenille

Ribbing:           Blue Flashaboo extending into the tail

Hackle:             Black 

The second is the Egg Sucking Leech

Tail:                 Blavk Maribo

Body:               Black chenille

Hackle:             Black

Egg:                 Chenille your choose of colour from orange to hot pick

Both flies are great when the Steelhead are looking for bigger bites in the spring and fall. This is also a good fly for Salmon.

 The best way to fish this fly is a dead drift for both float rods and fly rods. Another way to fish them when you have a fly rod is to swing the fly in  front of fish which will also cause a bite. Swinging these flies in front of salmon is deadly in the rivers.
