Lesson Plan:

A. Recap of Last week’s Lesson.

Abram was called out of Haran where people worshiped all kinds of false gods. By faith, he went out of a place that he was familiar with and folks he grew up with, a living that he was accustomed to. When he left, he did not where he was going.

Hebrews 11:8 By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he did not know where he was going.
