Summary of Exodus 4 – 7:14

1. Moses left Midian and returned to Egypt.  God talked to Moses

· to ask Pharaoh to let Israelites leave to worship Him

· If not, God will kill Pharaoh's first born son since Israel is His first born.

2. Moses and Aaron met, Aaron also was told by God of Moses.

3. They brought all the elders to tell them what God told Moses.  Moses showed them the sign of staff.  They believed him.

4. First confrontation with Pharaoh

Moses told Pharaoh that God wanted Pharaoh to ‘let my people go’.. ‘to take a 3 day journey to desert to offer sacrifice.

Pharaoh: ‘I don’t know the Lord and I will not let Israel go’

5. Pharaoh mistreated Hebrew even more.  The Israelites were provided with no straw to make bricks.

6. Moses felt bad and asked God ‘Why?’ God confirmed His promise to Israelites:

· Will bring you out of Egypt

· Free you from slavery

· Redeem you with outstretched arm
· Mighty acts of judgment

· Take you as my own people

· Be your God

· Bring you to the promised land

            But the Israelites did not believe Moses.

7. God told Moses to talk to Pharaoh again but Moses said he had faltering lips.  God instruct Moses to talk to Pharaoh thru Aaron.

8. 2nd confrontation with Pharaoh

Moses and Aaron: ‘Let Israel go out of his country to worship God’.  Aaron performed miracle (staff to snake)

Pharaoh:  Pharaoh’s magician performed the same miracle so Pharaoh did not listen still.

      9.  3rd confrontation (first plague)

           Again, Moses and Aaron told Pharaoh what God wants ‘let my people go so they may worship me in the desert’.  Aaron performed the second miracle – change the water in Nile to blood.

           Pharaoh: His magician did the same thing so Pharaoh did not take that into heart.
