Moses birth to his calling to deliver the Israelites from Egyptian
Summary of  Exodus 1-4

1. Israelites were in bondage during Moses time.  What was God’s plan?
       Pharaoh - world

       Israelites - Christian

       Satan – gods of the world

       God – Christ
       The burden and bondage – Sin, trials         
· God wanted His people to be separated from Egypt ( the World)

· God wanted  His people to increase

· God wanted His people to cry out to God 
2. Moses birth – God’s hand in it

      - Midwives

      - Faith and wisdom of Moses mom

      - Pharaoh’s daughter

3. Moses spent 40 years thinking He was a somebody, 40 years learning that he was a nobody, and 40 years seeing what God can do with a nobody.
4. Horses vs. Mules.  Bible told us not to be a horse or a mule.  Was Moses a horse or a mule?
Psalm 32:8-9 ‘I will instruct you and teach you in the way you should go; I will counsel you and watch over you. Do not be like the horse or the mule, which have no understanding but must be controlled by bit and bridle or they will not come to you.’

5. When Moses grew up, he identified himself with the Hebrews.  He has compassion toward his people but he did not bother to find out what is God’s plan.

      Impulsive, run before thinking of the consequences - horse

6. When Moses was called to take Israelites out of Egypt, he brought up 5 objections:

      Stubborn, refuse to move - mule
       Objection No 1: ‘God, I’m a nobody

Ex: 3:11-12 But Moses said to God, “Who am I, that I should go to Pharaoh and bring the Israelites out of Egypt?” And God said, “I will be with you. And this will be the sign to you that it is I who have sent you: When you have brought the people out of Egypt, you will worship God on this mountain.”

      Objection No 2: ‘God, I don’t know enough.

  Ex:3:13-14 Moses said to God, “Suppose I go to the Israelites and say to them, ‘The God of your fathers has sent me to you,’ and they ask me, ‘What is his name?’ Then what shall I tell them?” God said to Moses, “I AM WHO I AM. This is what you are to say to the Israelites: ‘I AM has sent me to you.’”
Objection No 3: ‘What will people think of me? They may reject what I say?’

Ex 4:1 Moses answered, “What if they do not believe me or listen to me and say, ‘The LORD did not appear to you’?”

Objection No 4: ‘Sorry Lord, but I’ve got this problem of public speaking.’

Ex 4:10-12 Moses said to the LORD, “O Lord, I have never been eloquent, neither in the past nor since you have spoken to your servant. I am slow of speech and tongue.” The LORD said to him, “Who gave man his mouth? Who makes him deaf or mute? Who gives him sight or makes him blind? Is it not I, the LORD? Now go; I will help you speak and will teach you what to say.” 

Objection No 5: ‘I just can’t do it! Please find someone better!’

Ex 4:13 But Moses said, “O Lord, please send someone else to do it.” Then the LORD’s anger burned against Moses…
