I believe that trade should be fine, fair and free. This is in line to my belief that communitarianism should be applied to economics. Communitarianism is simply the belief that freedoms and human rights have corresponding responsibilities and duties in every society. Hence, communitarianism is a political philosophy that promotes moral obligations to all members of a community/society. I coined the word "publickerianism" to describe the application of communitarianism and full democracy to economic policies. I took the word "publickerianism" from these words: "public care" and "communitarianism". Every human being which has economic needs is called a "consumer". Hence, every member of a society is actually a consumer. Even the main capitalists are also consumers themselves. The main groups in an economic cycle are: a.) The suppliers of raw materials. b.) The owners of manufacturing and refining firms. c.) The distributors of manufactured and refined items. d.) The wholesalers, retailers, marketing experts, advertisers and sales agents of various items. e.) The laborers, farmers, professionals and skilled workers who help maintain social harmony for economic progress. f.) Those who are involved in the government and the regulation of businesses. g.) Those who maintain the social peace and order. "Publickerianism" is the economic system that can put a balancing harmony for all these main groups in an economic cycle. "Publickerianism" can maintain social justice in the distribution of incomes and items in a society. 
"Publickerianism" advocates fine trade. Fine trade is a trade system based on fine health of all the members of a society. "Publickerianism" advocates fair and free trade. Fair and free trade means that traders and other powerful groups in a society should not abuse power. Fair and free trade means that every human freedom in economics has a economic responsibility. "Publickerianism" 
advocates the application of full democracy in the economic
sphere.

Publickerianism is the advocacy of public care combined with the application of communitarianism on economic policies. Communitarianism is a political philosophy that advocates a systematic practice of freedoms with corresponding responsibilities to secure social harmony. Publickerianism is absolutely opposed to any form of dictatorship and despotism. Publickerianism supports individualism. But at the same time, publickerianism maintains the reality that an individual human being can only find self-fulfillment and self-actualization by residing within a community. Hence, an individual human being has to balance his/her freedoms with proper responsibilities to maintain social harmony. Publickerianism, therefore, should be a set of economic policies that will maintain individualism and apply communitarianism and public care to economic methods, in order to secure society's harmony with the natural and universal laws known in this world. Publickerianism is in favor of real or full democratization for every nation. Publickerianism is also in favor of "sectoral representaion" in every government of this world. "Sectoral represntation" only means that every social sector should be properly represented in every democratically elected government of this world. What are the examples of social sectors? We have the labor sector, professionals' sector, farmers' and peasants' sector, athletes' sector, business sector and so forth and so on. "Sectoral representation" is vital in securing society's harmony with natural and universal laws. Publickerianism believes that capitalism is compatible with democracy. But publickerianism wants to make capitalism more humane in order to secure society's harmony with natural and univerasal laws. Publickerianism is also open to other new economic systems that will not try to destroy democracy. Any alternative economic system to capitalism should also be compatible with democracy. But for now capitalism is still the most effective economic system in our world. 
Publickerianism wants fine trading. Fine trading is the idea that
every business should seek to guarantee the health and physical safety procedures for the workers and employees who are doing jobs for such a business venture. Publickerianism also wants every business
venture in this world to guarantee that items and services being offered in every market of this world will not endanger the physical well-being and health of every consumer in this world. The fast food culture is an example of a "wrong system" that has to be corrected. Most fast food stations offer no healthy food alternatives to the public. Most fast food stations only serve cholesterol-filled, sugar-rich and fatty foodstuffs. All fast food stores should also offer "healthy food" to their consumers. "Healthy food" are such food
which have less or no dangerous cholesterols, sugars and fats. The philosophy behind "fine trading" is that every individual person in a society is actually a consumer. Hence, every person within a society should purchase products and services which are fine for his/her health. Fine trading , therefore, also means that the environment should also be secured from cruelty and abuses. Publickerianism advocates strong environmental ordinances that will secure society's harmony with natural and universal laws. 
Publickerianism also advocates fair and free trade. The philosophy behind "fair and free trade" is that every human freedom has a corresponding human responsibility. This is a natural law. Human freedom without a corresponding human responsibility is actually a tyranny. Trade should, therefore, not only be free. Trade should also be fair. The abuses of rich traders should be properly checked by the government and the civil society groups. The violators of social order should be properly punished to secure the "natural karma" in a society. The violators of social order, even if they are rich capitalists and celebrities, should be properly punished as set upon by society's laws. Publickerianism also supports "moral regeneration" for every society in this world. Morality is the pathway to the reality of spirituality. The reality of spirituality is the pathway to true happiness eternal life. Morality is natural and universal. Hence, morality should also be "advertised" so that society's harmony with natural and universal laws would be properly secured. Publickerianism is the practical application of public care and communitarian principles to economic policies. 
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Publickerianism advocates "full democratization" for every country in this world. I believe that a nation has been fully democratized if such a nation has attained the "state of real democracy". A "real democracy" is a state wherein all the "natural processes of democracy" are being fully-followed and observed by a government elected by the people in this world. And what are the "natural processes of democracy"? These are: a.) The "rule of the majority" is properly enforced in direct elections, recall elections and referendums. b.) The social contract is the basis for the creation of the government, the police force and the military. c.) All the basic human rights and human freedoms with corresponding responsibilities are being upheld by the government and the governed.
And these are the "evidences" of a real democracy: 1.) The head of state and the prime minister are directly elected by the people. Many countries which have parliamentary system don't have elected prime ministers. Monarchial countries don't have elected heads of states. I believe that monarchs can still remain symbols of national unity without being called heads of states nor performing ceremonial duties as nominal heads of states. 2.) The memebers of the Supreme Court should also be directly elected by the people. 3.) Referendums should always be practised on emotional issues that may divide a nation. 4.) The constitution should be written, so that the citizens of a nation can review, analyze and ammend such constitution. 5.) "Sectoral representation" in the legislature should be guaranteed. 6.) The citizens of a nation should actively participate in governmental affairs. 7.) There should be a balance of power in the 3 major branches of state governance (legislature, judiciary and executive).
Publickerianism advocates "morality advertisements". Morality is the pathway to the reality of spirituality. The reality of spirituality is the pathway to real happiness and eternal life. Hence, publickerianism advoctes things which are natural and universal. Publickerianism should be further analyzed by the wise citizens of this world.
