School / Parent / Pupil Contract.

To enable the smooth running of the trip and to allow all who are participating to gain maximum enjoyment and value for money, it is imperative that all participants behave in a mature, respectful and law abiding manner. Nobody can be allowed to jeopardize the possible enjoyment or safety of themselves or others

Pupils must agree to:

· Follow all instructions carefully

· Students are expected to spend the night in their own rooms after lights out and not to leave these rooms – except when so directed – after the party has gone to bed. Students will be given the room number of the duty member of staff and should telephone the room if necessary. 
· Students may not enter the room of any person outside of our school party or the room of any other person after lights out. Students may not invite any person outside of this group into their rooms. Students may only enter the room of another member of the group when that person is present and with their permission. 
· No student may at any time smoke or drink alcohol during this trip. Students may find that alcohol is provided in shops and at meals -- they are not permitted to consume this.  No student may purchase tobacco products or alcohol during the trip, either in Russia, on the plane, or at the duty free shop. They may not purchase such goods for anyone else. 
· In the event that there should be a mini-bar in the room, students are NOT to purchase any alcoholic drinks. The School will have informed the travel company that we do not wish such facilities to be available.
· Students are responsible for their own personal possessions at all times. It is recommended that students keep a list at home of any valuable items, including serial numbers. This will help if it is necessary to claim via insurance. 
· Students/Parents are expected to take care of passports and to ensure that they bring a valid passport with them. Passports will be checked before students board the coach. If the student does not have a valid passport, she will not be allowed to travel and parents may return home to collect the passport and escort their daughter to Heathrow to meet us. We cannot accept any responsibility for students who fail to materialise in time and such students will miss the trip and will not be entitled to any refunds. 
· Students will be given times when we have to meet, such as for breakfast, to get on the coach etc. Students MUST be on time. ALL students MUST be present at breakfast even if they do not desire food. 
· Students are responsible for any extras that they incur whilst on the trip, such as bills for phoning from their hotel rooms, or any activities at the hotel, such as use of the bowling alley and for trips on the metro. All meals are provided, but note that drinks are not always provided and students should take a bottle of water with them.
· Students may NOT leave the school party without the permission of a member of staff and must obey any instructions given. 
· Students must always be in a minimum group of 3 when outside of the hotel. They MUST carry their information card with them at all times, giving details of hotels and the school mobile number. Students should not allow any member of the group to become excluded and therefore be left on their own.

· Students will be expected to show respect and consideration for all concerned and to avoid making comments or judgments that could be viewed as offensive by others. Students must behave responsibly and safely at all times. 

· Unless arrangements have been made with individual members of staff, students are responsible for their own property and money. 
· Students may purchase souvenirs, but the care of such items rests with them and they are responsible for ensuring that such items can be safely packed and carried on board the plane.
· Students are NOT expected to take any items that are banned or that may cause a security risk at the airport. If students/parents are in any doubt, they should check what items are banned on airlines. 
· Students / Parents are responsible for informing staff of any medical conditions and / or medication taken. Students are responsible for ensuring that any such medication is brought with them. 
· Students / parents are responsible for ensuring that they have taken any inoculations recommended by their doctor. 
· Students / Parents are responsible for ensuring that they arrive at the School by the time stated on the day of departure. The School cannot accept any responsibility for late students and will be forced to leave without them. No refunds will be given.
· Additional rules may have to be introduced depending on local circumstances and students will be bound by these. 
Failure to comply will result in punishment and, where the behaviour threatens the welfare, safety or reputation of the group the pupil will be flown home on the next available flight at their parent’s expense.
