Thank you for your concerned EMail message.

 

I shall have to review to you the present situation about the publication of the article in "Physics Education".

Except for the initial invitation for contribution in the special issue edited by Prof.Vidyasagr, I did not receive any communication on the proceedings of the publication of the specific issue which was to have been available in Dec.2004-Jan.2005. I am not completely in the light of whether the particular issue has been publ;lished already or as it happens in some of the Indian publications, the issues of a specified date may be found released much later. Since the Number of copies is supposed to be 500 on the basis of which you could send me the Invoice, I must now ensure that this number is still valid. Since the editor does not respond to amils and correspondences with as much alertness, at the moment i must be content with the personal information given to me in January 2005 that the article is good. After sending several mails and messages updating the situation regarding the copyrights issue and waiting for reply for too long, I could rece! ntly talk to the Editor by Telephone and I was simply told that the article would be printed if the copyrights permission is obtained. I have not been told of any inconveniences nor delays being caused because of this requirement.
