During the design process:
The design of this site has been following the rules learnt during this year classes.

Firstly, when I created my index page and been careful in not making it a Flash intro without links going back to it.

I used:

· Meta tags on every pages of the site with useful keywords (I thought).

· Effective titles.

· Alt tags for each graphics, buttons and included keywords in them.

· 250 words as a minimum.

· Link text.

After the design process (costs & time frame):
My website needs to be submitted to a free search engine such as: Yahoo and Google, in order to be indexed. Unfortunately, it seams that this kind of techniques aren’t fully operational. 
A good solution to have a guaranteed indexing in a popular search engine is to actually pay for it. 
Net Mechanic is a company that specializes into search engine optimization. They offer a Power Pack deal for $99 U.S. Dollars per year, per domain. 
As a non professional I would believe this option is good considering that they guaranty your site a popularity on 100 search engine, capability to pick engines, reliable submission, spam free submission, submission reports, easy resubmission, unlimited submission, page optimization, keyword selection, meta tag generator, tracking tool and deep submit.  
Power Pack includes: 

· META tag Generator - builds effective tags for you 

· Keyword Popularity tool - selects keywords that will drive traffic to your site 

· Optimization tool - evaluates your page and tells you what to change for a better rank 

· Web site submission service - submits any page on your Web site to your choice of 100 engines 

· Tracking tool - charts your search engine position over time
