(Some of these animals we won’t see during our camping trip.)
A lot of these animals can get pretty vicious and wild if you get to close to them or their young. A good idea would be to stay away from all of the animals. If you are ever approached by an angry bear (which will be highly unlikely) don’t run or scream but lie on the ground and pretend that you are dead. The bear will lose interest and eventually leave. Most of the time, animals are more afraid of you than you are afraid of them. A number one rule when you are in the wild is to always suspend you garbage from a tree, about 50 feet away from the tent. NEVER put your garbage in the tent with you, otherwise you might have a hungry bear or animal on your hands. If the campground has garbage disposals, at the end of everyday, put your trash in the disposal and always remember to close or lock the lid. If a wild animal comes into your camp, do not try and scare it away because it could get angry and attack someone. Just close the tent and make sure all food is securely closed and there is no garbage or food on the ground, then leave the site and hopefully the animal will be gone when you come back.

Another really good rule is to always wear bug spray since many bugs carry deadly diseases like mosquitoes carry the West Nile Virus. Whatever you do, DO NOT wear body spray or any sweet smelling perfume because the sweet smell attracts mosquitoes and other annoying insects.


Finally, always remember that the wildlife is home to many animals and plants. When going on hikes, stick to the trail and don’t go tearing through the forest breaking down trees or shrubs. NEVER chop down or engrave your name into trees at the camp because it can destroy the trees and the animal’s homes with it.
