Baseball

· 2 teams will compete against each other
· 1 team will bat and the other will field

· Objective of the batting team

· One member from the team is to hit the ball, tossed by members of the baseball and softball club, into a pre-marked zone on the field to score points.

· While he/she bats, the others are supposed to help out by throwing the balls he/she missed back to the club members

· OUTs

· If the batter swings and misses the ball, a strike is called.

· 3 strikes = 1 OUT!!!

· If the batter swings and hits the ball outside of the pre-marked zone, an OUT is called.

· Change Role

· The batter changes to another of his/her team members after two OUTs are called.

· The teams change roles when the entire batting team is called OUT twice per person.

· Objective of the fielding team

· The 4 team members are to be stationed in the pre-marked zone.

· Their job is to try to catch the batted balls before it touches the ground of the pre-marked zone.
· This is to prevent the batting team from scoring a point.

· How to score a point

· A point is scored for the batting team is when the fielding team fails to catch the ball and the ball lands within the pre-marked zone.

· The fielding team cannot score any points but they can prevent the batting team to score. It will be their turn to score when the teams change role.
· Cap on Scores

· Each person is only allowed to score at most 10 points at this game.

· Since each team has only 4 people, each team can at most get 40 points for this game.
