Installing and Configuring ODBC Connection for Voyager

Before start, make sure you have ODBC805sp2.zip file first.

This file can be found on the following location.

· Go to Windows Explorer ( “Public on Empress\Sys[Y:]” link 

· Click on the folder name “ODBC Files for Voyager”

· Copy the file name ODBC805sp2.zip to your local machine in a folder called “ORAInstall”

· Unzip the file using Winzip Utility to retrieve the exact information about the directories when zipped. OR if you don’t have Winzip try using command “pkunzip –extract –directories odbc805sp2.zip”

· Now run setup.exe from c:\ORAInstall\win32\install directory

· Choose following programs to be installed on your machine

· Assistant Common Files 8.0.x.x.x

· Oracle Net8 Products

· Oracle Networking Products

· Oracle8 ODBC driver

· Oracle8 Utilities

· Required Support Files 8.0.x.x.x


· After this you will see “Oracle For Windows 95” in your statrt ( program menu options 

· Now go  to Start ( Setting ( Control Pannel ( ODBC Data Source ( System DSN ( Add ( ORACLE ODBC Drives

Date Source Name = voyager

Description = voyager tables

Service Name = LIBR

UserID = <blank filed>

Don’t touch any other option; leave them as default

· Go to Statr ( Program ( Oracle for Windows 95 ( Oracle NET8 Easy Config ( Add News Service
New Service Name = LIBR <Next> TCP/IP <Next> Host name = 156.26.1.31; Port = 1521 <Next> Database SID = LIBR <Next> Test Service. Provide User ID and Password here (ask administrator for help) and press TEST button.

· If the connection is successful then it means that database is connected now. 

· Congratulations! You are all set now.
