Report on Injuries During Under- 17s and Under-14s

During the Under 17s and Under 14s fencing competitions, there were several injuries that occurred

                       ( Matthew Harland – knee injury

                       ( Imrann (tanglin)– Piercing hit to chest

                       ( Sean Lee – Sprained ankle

Matthew Harland’s knee was inured during the competition. He bandaged his knee and was able to continue fencing. He used the following

                        ( 6 cotton balls

                        ( 1 roll sterile tape

                      *( Iodine solution   (* means still in excess)

                      *( Antiseptic spray

                      *( Spray on dressing

The other injury involved Imrann from Tanglin Secondary School. He was fencing Melvyn Yeo, ex-Josephian. Melvyn Yeo’s blade broke and Imrann was pierced through his suit in the chest while flecheeing into Melvyn. Our first-aid box was provided and he used the following

                        ( 1 triangular bandage

                        ( 1 roll bandage

An ambulance was called and he was sent to the hospital. Our chairman, Samuel Woon and several ‘trainers’ went to visit him.

The final injury involved Sean Lee. He sprained his ankle during the competition. We followed normal procedure and applied a cold compress to his ankle. He used the following

                        ( Small amounts of Rolgex cool spray

Sean Lee was then released to see the doctor.

Medikit has not  been restocked with cotton balls and sports tape yet.

Armoury report during Under-17s and Under-14s

Before all competitions all blades and bodywires were checked 

· Epee blades checked for weight and gauge test

· Foil blades checked for weight test

· All bodywires checked

The blades that failed the tests were fixed before the competition started

During competition, a total of about 6 epee blades, 1 foil blade, 0 sabre blade, 3 epee bodywires, 6 foil bodywires were repaired.

Melvyn Yeo’s blade was the only one broken during the competition. The tip of the broken blade was bloody. It was cleaned and the two parts of the blade were taped together.

Claudio’s body wire was missing. Melvyn Yeo supposedly passed it to an armourer for repair. Nathan said it was with a pile of bodywires.

During competition, there were not enough armourers fixing and testing blades/ bodywires even when captain, Zhen Ming, was helping out. Understudies were not helping either because they were sick or fencing. As a result, repair of blades took longer than expected.
