Armoury Report

Before the U-17 Championships started, there was sadly not enough time to gather all faulty equipment of the competitors to be brought down to Fencing Masters To allow Coach Lopez check or repair. Thus, any fencer who did not have working equipment borrowed from their fellow fencers. However, I had asked all non competitors to bring their equipment on the respective days to prevent any loss of equipment on the competition days.

Although all possible working equipment was brought down, the equipment check that Armourer, Mark Tay conducted showed that 2 foil body leads were not working thus leaving 1 fencer without a body lead, Nathan Xu. Luckily, the staggered timing of foil an saber events and the poules allowed him to borrow the body lead of a competitor who was not fencing at the moment. Halfway through, Kevin Kong’s body lead became faulty and he had to borrow one from ex-josephian, Nazir. Cheong Jia Ren’s lame was faulty half way through the competition and so borrowed another lame from Kong Li Ye Kevin.
On the Epee side, 2 body leads were not working but as Aaron Kwan had 3 altogether, he was able to lend out the 2 to the other fencers, Claudio and Elson. All blades were working.

Before registration:

· Epee blades checked for weight and gauge test.

· Foil blades checked for weight test.

· All body leads checked.

All blades passed the tests

2 foil body leads and 3 epee body leads were not working.

All masks passed during tests.

All fencers had available working equipment on competition days.

Melvyn Yeo from CJC had borrowed the Alan key from the competition toolbox on 13 July 2003. It was returned on 20 July 2003.

Injuries

After claiming the Bronze medal in Epee team event, fencer Elson Tan’s right middle finger was injured. It seemed to straighten itself and then bend to the right. The suspected cause of the injury was that he exerted himself a little more than he was capable of while fencing as anchor and sprained it.

An empty can of Salon-pas spray was discarded and a new one bought and added to the midikit. A Ralgex freeze spay was also purchased and added to the medi kit.

No other fencer was injured.

Major Reports
Fall in time on 12 July, 2003 was 0100 and on 13 July, 2003: 0930. On 19 July, 2003: 0130 and on 20 July, 2003: 0930. Trainer Benjamin Tan made a last minute change and requested fall in on 20 July, 2003 to be at 0830. Only a third of the total strength turned up at 0830.

As for the other competition days, many did no turn up on the first week due to the late dissemination of information on fall in time. Because of that, scorekeeping and timekeeping duty was very difficult. This was also partly because of the fact that secondary ones had to be at Fencing Masters on 12 July, 2003 and had CIP on 13 July, 2003.
On the next week, a very slight increase in attendance was observed although it was still poor. Altogether, many boys left halfway through competition for other commitments. Letters/ M.C’s are still being looked into.

Committee members: Elson Tan, Alvin Ong, Sean Lee were late on 20 July 2003. Elson had to see the doctor due to his injury, Alvin was excused to attend the practice session for his piano exam while Sean was attending mass.

Reserve fencer of Team B, Nathan Xu complained of gastric pains on the day of competition and was pulled out of the competition leaving Team B without any reserve.

Time

All competition days ended at 0745.

Discipline

All boys were properly attired except for a few. Many of them did not have their shirts tucked in and so had to be reminded often.

Armourer, Mark Tay did not wear shoes on 12, 13 July 2003  due to his sprained toe. He also was wearing sandals on 19 July 2003 as he did not come directly from home and did not bring his shoes along.

Because of the shortage of manpower to scorekeep and timekeep the boys had to go for individual lunch breaks of half an hour on the first week of competition.

As this was the competition that the secondary ones fully knew how to scorekeep and timekeep they were able to relieve duties for the secondary twos’ however, to ensure that there were no screw-ups, a sec 2 was assigned 2 sec 1’s to scorekeep and timekeep for every piste.

Many sec 1’s often tended to walk off after their timekeeping and scorekeeping to buy drinks causing the sec 2’s much trouble to be able to keep them in one place. Fortunately, they did return after very short whiles and were able to continue their duties. The sec 1’s have been talked to and now know that they are to report to either the committee members or their sec 2 in-charge where they were going.
The secondary 4’s had a slight dispute amongst themselves during the second week of competition. On the first week, they had gathered themselves and left as a group after letting myself know. This was assumed by the sec 4’s as that they could go off without anyone bothering. This was not the case though. Noel Phang, Ruby William and Marc Chia left while the other sec 4’s were gathering to be dimissed again. By then, mainly Koh Wei Jia and Ngoh Zhen Ming were not convinced that the 3 could leave while they stayed.

Although the sec 4’s are officially not under my control, Zhen Ming had pointed out that they at least should have the courtesy to let me know when they were leaving. They were originally pissed off that there was no equality between their own group and after Koh Wei  Jia gathered them back, the matter was settled and they left as a group.
Trainers

Altogether, Benjamin Tan, Stan Fwu, Loh Zhen Zhou and Benjamin Huang were down for short whiles during the second week of competition. During that time, they had a talk with the available committee members at that time regarding simple discipline. Mark Tay, Wei Yang, Merrill Tang and myself had a talk with them and decided on certain simple discipline matters.

Benjamin Tan changed the fall in time in the last day of competition to one hour earlier and free-fenced with Team B. He left soon after.
