The Post Modern Secular Society

The most common responses regarding the existence of absolute truth in the post modern secular society is as follows:

1. Truth is whatever you believe in

2. There is no such thing as absolute truth

3. People who believe in absolute truth is dangerous

The Christian Viewpoint

Jesus Christ made the truth absolute.  He is the Way, the Truth and the Life.

People may wish, believe, hope but there are always absolute truths.  

Because Christ is the absolute truth, we need to get this into the youth of today to believe in the absolute truth.

Even with Pilate facing the Truth in front of Him, he could not see it.

How can we help others to see the Truth?  

This is achieved by a three step process:


TRANSFORMATION


AFFIRMATION 


PROCLAMATION

(Sarah’s viewpoint regarding the existence of absolute truth – The degradation of society prevails because of the lack of an absolute truth.  Furthermore, as in the book of Romans, God allows us to degenerate in our own sin.  Nevertheless God did say that everything is permissible but not everything is beneficial – which is why we do see the shifting of moral markers in society.  We may not recognize the danger these actions produce in the community but they are there and will sneak up on you when you least expect it.)

Transformation

· Our lifestyle has to bear witness to the truth

· Transformation begins in our own selves 

· We need to be committed to wholeness

· Self transformation – we all need a story of our life – this enables us to bear witness to the truth

Affirmation

This refers to good works in the community

We cannot ignore the world.

John 17:15

We are told to be in the world but not of it, but what we’ve done is that we’ve become of the world but not in it.  God expects us to affirm the world.

Luke 4:18
We have the Spirit of the Lord on us.  We have been anointed to do these works.  Note that faith without works is dead.

Proclamation

Evangelism is a process and an event.

Affirmation refers to the cultivating and sowing of the Word into people’s hearts whereas proclamation is the act of reaping.  We need both to have evangelism.

Romans 10:14

We need to preach God’s Word so that it brings changes to people’s lives

Romans 1:16

We should not be ashamed of the gospel because it is the power of God for the salvation of everyone who believes.
