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Ex 25 – the why of worship from God’s point of view.  

The action for unbroken fellowship is in the old testament a sacrifice of a creature to get back to God.  The sacrifice is an action of worship

What God wants in worship:

1. God wants to dwell among His people

2. God wants to meet with you.  He is building the covenant to get deeper into worship. 

3. God wants to speak with you.  (Manifestation)

Inspiration without transformation will lead to cycles without encountering God.  We need to have a transformation through the Holy Spirit.  

Transformation can be described with the analogy of momentum.  To get the momentum we need both speed and mass.  Speed refers to the technical details, but without the mass, we don’t have the momentum.  Mass refers to the substance of God’s power.  

Three warning signs of improper worship:

1. Lucifer syndrome – Lucifer was closest to God and led the angels in worship but his pride made him compare Himself to God.  The lead worshipper in heaven was the founder of hell.  We as worship leaders must be careful that we don’t start comparing ourselves with God.

2. Competition – Cain and Abel.  By comparing different art forms we can crowd out the spirit of Jesus

3. David’s blindspot – Worship that has the right beat but not carried to the right instructions.  King David had something in His worship but not in the correct Spirit relying on human achievement.
