7 keys to receiving and ministering in the power of the Holy Spirit

1. The miraculous need to be expected and ought to be apart of our life everyday

We can live at three levels – in the flesh, in the intellectual and in the power of the revelation.  The third is the highest level.  (Don’t understand the relevance here to the point)

2. Excessive behaviour is not necessarily the norm

The Holy Spirit doesn’t come in bursts and then leaves the body.  The Holy Spirit is in dwelling and should be in our lives on a continuous basis.

3. What you need is always available

The Holy Spirit gives you power to live the life God intends for you to live.  1 John 2:20

4. There are gifts available for every occasion

These are made available when we need them.  In Acts, Paul experiences the shipwreck but miraculous events still occurred.  However, the circumstances for the manifestation and conduct of these gifts may be quite natural

5. Purpose of all gifts is for the common good

It is not for self esteem.  It is like a river that flows through everything, for everyone around you.

6. The power of the Holy Spirit is always connected to a local church

The Holy Spirit moves in the context of a body – both big and small

7. We need to align our thinking to what the Word says

Be obedient to the Word.
