     Every ten minutes, one kind of animal, plant or insect dies out forever. If nothing is done about it, one million species that are alive today will be extinct twenty years from now.

     The seas are in danger. They are being filled with many kinds of poison ; industrial and nuclear waste, chemical fertilizers, pesticides and sewage. The Mediterranean is almost destroyed by polution ; the North Sea will be able to live in these seas.

     The tropical rain forests, which are the home of half the earth’s living things (include many rare animals and plants), are being destroyed. If nothing is done about it, they will have nearly disappeared in twenty years. The effect on the world’s climateeand on our agriculture and food supply will be disastrous.

     Fortunately, this problem has been recognized around the world. In 1961, the World  Wildlife Fund was founded by a small group of people who wanted to raise money to save animals and plants from extinction. Today, the World wildlife Fund is a large international organization. It has raised over $ 35 billion for conservation projects, and has created or given support to National Parks in five continents.
