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Internet Use Survey

1. Do you use the Net for other classes? If so, which are they? Describe the course and how you used the Net for whatever assignment or project. Be specific.
- I use the Internet for many classes, such as:

<Korean Language and Writing>, which is a required course in Ewha where students develop Korean creative writing skills. Recently, our class had a debate on “Living Together before Marriage.” We had to go on the Internet and search for data that would back up our arguments. 

<Workshop on Global Leadership> is a required course for students in the Division of International Studies. We learn about leadership theories, and compare the theories to the actual leadership of global figures. Last month, we had to do a 10-minute group presentation on a leader of our choice, which was Megawati. We searched on the Internet to find information and analyses on the Indonesian president.

<English for Law> is one of the English IV courses, where we study legal terminology and current issues related to the law. I just wrote two essays in the past two weeks, one about the ho-ju system of Korea, and the other about Napster. I went online to find background information about those issues, which I explained in the essay in my own words. Right now I am making a scrapbook of newspaper articles related to the law, some of which I find online.

2. How helpful was the Net? Was it more useful than if you had used conventional means, e.g., finding books and periodicals in the library? 

- The Internet is very useful because I can find a vast amount of information at just one click. Sometimes, it is difficult to sort through all of the resources to find the ones I need. Having too many resources, however, is definitely better than having too little. A library does not have the capacity to hold the amount of information the Internet contains. Another bonus is that instead of lugging around heavy books and copying pages in the library, I can just print whatever I need from the Internet at home. There is one negative aspect of getting information from the Internet, though. I am not sure if I can trust 100% of the materials I find online, because the source of the information is not stated most of the time. I try to be careful of that when I am doing assignments for school. Overall, the Internet is very useful - I cannot even imagine life without it.

3. Would it help if core classes in your major, or general education classes at Ewha were online? 

- I do not think online courses are very effective, at least for me. Taking courses online would make me lazy and less attentive. My favorite classes are those where students and professors can make eye contact while conducting in-depth discussions. I really like that kind of personal connection, which is why I do not like large classes where the professors lecture non-stop and the students just take notes. Online courses would be even less personal than that. For this reason, I do not think Ewha needs to have more classes online.

4. Would you like to see other English or other language courses online? If so, what would they be?
- I have already said above that I am not in favor of courses taught online. I do not think students would be able to learn effectively. Using the Internet as a supplement to the class, however, is very useful. I support any method that would increase the interaction between the professor and the students. Having online forums, such as our Internet English does, would allow the student to participate more actively. In my opinion, using the Internet in addition to the actual class is good, but having separate courses that are taught only on the Internet is not.
