<TITLE>Whatever you want to appear up in the box where it says "Explorer/Navigator "</TITLE>


<BODY BGCOLOR="black, pink, blue, etc..." TEXT="color of your text" LINK="color of your links" ALINK="color of your active links" VLINK="color of visited links" BACKGROUND="this is where you put the location of any background images you wish to be on the page; if you have no background images, simply leave the space between the quotes empty">

Between these two tags is where you will put everything you want your visitor to see: text, pictures, links, etc.

Some More Vital Codes:


<BR> If you insert this code at the end of a line, or after an image it will appear to have moved to the next line when you preview the page.





<P> If you insert this code at the end of a line, or after an image, it will appear to have skipped a line. I'm guessing it's meant to be "paragraph," but at any rate, it creates a larger space than the <br> code.





<I>text</I> This code will make your text italicized.





<B>text</B> This code will make your text bold.





<U>text</U> This code will underline your text.





<BLINK>text</BLINK> This code will make your text blink.  





<H1>Headline, or large text</H1> This code is useful when you want your text to be large, specifically for headlines.  You can replace the "1" with any number, keeping in mind that smaller numbers are larger sizes.





<FONT SIZE="4">text</FONT> This code is used to define the size of your regular text.  Just like the headline code, you may enter any number you like, keeping in mind that small numbers are *smaller* sizes.





<IMG SRC="">  This code is used to insert images & graphics. If you have all of your files (.html, .jpg, .gif, etc) in one directory (that would be your file manager, or where you go to edit your pages) you would type the code like this: <IMG SRC="your_picture.jpg or .gif">.  If you have Geocities, or you use subdirectories you'll have to type the name of the directory as well, like so: <IMG SRC="directory_name/your_picture.jpg, or .gif">.





<A HREF="http://">Name of Site</A>  This code is used to insert a link to another page.  For example, if you wanted to put a link to Geocities main page you would type the code as: <A HREF="http://www.geocities.com/">Geocities Main Page</A>


*Also:  If you want to use a graphic to link to another page, instead of a line of text, this is how you would do it: <A HREF="http://"><IMG SRC="image_name.jpg"></A>


*One More Thing:  To make a link for your visitor to send you email, use the following code: <A HREF="mailto: your_address@email_host.com">Email Me!</A>





Some Slightly More "Advanced" Codes:


*You may have noticed that when you create a link using an image, the editor automatically places a border around the image and it's kind of annoying. To get rid of the border do this:  <A HREF="http://"><IMG SRC="image_name.jpg" border="0"></A>





*Also, you may have noticed that when you create a link using a line of text, the editor automatically places a line underneath the text, this can also be annoying and can be removed by doing this: <A HREF="http://" STYLE="text-decoration: none">Line of Text</A> 





*To get rid of the lines underneath your links on the entire page, place the following code right after your <BODY> tag: <STYLE><!--A{TEXT-DECORATION:NONE;}--></STYLE>





*To make the description box come up when your visitor's cursor is over a link or an image use the following code: <A HREF="http://" ALT="your text here">Link</a> or... <IMG SRC="image.gif" ALT="your text here">





*To make an image align all the way to the left or the right of your page, use this code: <IMG SRC="image.gif" ALIGN="left or right">
