PETITION FOR DISSOLUTION OF MARRIAGE

COMES NOW *, Petitioner (hereinafter "Petitioner"), by and through h* attorney, *, Dewey, Cheetam, and Howe, Inc., and in support of h* Petition for Dissolution of Marriage against the Respondent, *, (hereinafter "Respondent"), states as follows:


1.
That the Petitioner is and has been a resident of the State of Illinois for a period of 90 days immediately preceding the filing of this action, and this Court has jurisdiction of the parties and issues herein.


2.
That the Petitioner is * years of age, currently *employed/unemployed at *, resides at *, *, * County, State of Illinois and has been a resident of the State of Illinois for * years. *or has been a lifelong resident of the State of Illinois.


3.
That the Respondent is * years of age, currently *employed/unemployed at *, resides at *, *, * County, State of *, *and has been a resident of the State of Illinois for * years. *or has been a lifelong resident of the State of Illinois.


4.
That the Respondent is * a member of the armed services of the United States.


5.
Upon information and belief, there is no Petition for Dissolution pending in any other county or state.


6.
That the parties were married on *, 19* at *, * and said marriage was registered in * County, *; and said parties lived together until on or about *, 19*.


*7.
Without fault or provocation by the Petitioner, the Respondent has been guilty of extreme and repeated *mental/and physical cruelty toward the Petitioner.


*7.
The spouses have lived separate and apart for a continuous period in excess of two (2) years and irreconcilable differences have caused the irretrievable breakdown of the marriage. Efforts at reconciliation have failed and future attempts at reconciliation would be impracticable and not in the best interests of the family.


*7.
*In the alternative, the spouses will have lived separate and apart for a continuous period of not less than six (6) months next preceding the entry of the judgment sought herein to dissolve the marriage.  Irreconcilable differences have caused the irretrievable breakdown of the marriage.  Efforts at reconciliation have failed and future attempts at reconciliation would be impracticable and not in the best interests of the family.


*8.
No children were born to or adopted by the parties as a result of the marriage and the wife is not now pregnant.


*8.
That no children were adopted by the parties and *one (*1) now living child* w* born to the parties, whose name*, date* of birth and address* *is as follows:

The Petitioner is not now pregnant.

That the Petitioner is a fit and proper person to have the care, custody, control and education of the minor child* of the parties, and it is in the best interest of said child* that custody be awarded to the Petitioner *(subject to reasonable visitation by the Respondent).

Petitioner lacks sufficient income to provide for the reasonable needs of the minor child* of the parties, and the Respondent is able bodied and capable of contributing to the child*'s support.  *(and is well able to pay such sums as the Court finds to be reasonable and just based on the minimum statutory support percentage of *__% of a net *weekly/monthly income of *_______________.)

Petitioner has accumulated and acquired certain personal property which does not constitute marital property *and said property is currently in *her possession. or (*which should be assigned to *her including, but not limited to, the following: *)

That the parties have accumulated certain personal property subsequent to the marriage *and the parties have previously and satisfactorily divided said property. or(*which should be assigned to *her including, but not limited to, the following: *)

The parties have acquired no real estate during the course of the marriage.

The parties have acquired real estate during the course of the marriage and said property is located at:  *

During the course of the marriage the parties have incurred various debts which remain unpaid.  *These debts include but are not limited to:

Upon information and belief, during the course of the marriage the parties incurred various debts of which none remain unpaid.


*13.
That neither party has private health and/or dental/vision insurance for the benefit of the minor child*.


*13.
That *Petitioner/Respondent has private health and/or dental/vision insurance for the benefit of the minor child* *(and the family).


*14/16.
That upon information and belief neither party has a present or known future right to a pension, retirement, 401k or profit sharing plan.


*14/16.
That upon information and belief Respondent has a present or known future right to a pension, retirement, 401k or profit sharing plan.


*15/17.
That a* *Emergency/Interim/Plenary Order of Protection between the parties was entered on * and is known as * County Case No. *.



*16/18.
Respondent has an uncontrollable temper and has engaged in a course of conduct designed to cause Petitioner *and the minor child* irreparable physical harm; and Petitioner fears that she *and the minor child* will suffer further harm unless Respondent and his agents are permanently enjoined from harassing, threatening, striking or interfering with the personal liberty of the Petitioner *and the minor child*.


*17/19.
That the Petitioner's former name is *.


WHEREFORE, Petitioner prays as follows:


A.
That a Judgment of Dissolution be granted dissolving the marriage of the parties.


*B.
That the Petitioner be granted the sole temporary and permanent care, custody, control and education of the minor child*, namely:  *CHILD*'S NAME*.*; subject to reasonable visitation by the Respondent.


*C.
Ordering the Respondent to pay a reasonable sum as child support and entering an Order and/or Notice for Withholding of child support.


*D.
Ordering the Respondent to assume sole responsibility for and pay the medical *dental/*vision expenses of the minor child* of the parties.


*B/E. 
Adjudicating the property rights of the parties.


*C/F. 
Adjudicating responsibility for all the legal debts and obligations incurred by the parties during the course of the marriage.


*D/G. 
Permanently enjoining the Respondent and his agents from harassing, threatening, striking or interfering with the personal liberty of the Petitioner *and the minor child*.


*E/H.  
Restoring to the wife her former name of *.


*F/I.  
Granting such other and further relief as the Court deems fit and proper.
