1st SMU Doubles Challenge 2007 
Superbowl Safra Mount Faber, 14th July 2007 
Rules & Regulations 
	1. OBJECTIVE 

The objective of the 1st SMU Doubles Challenge 2007 is to foster and promote goodwill, comradeship, friendship & sportsmanship amongst the local bowling fraternity. 
2. DATES, VENUE & ENTRY FEE
This Championship will be held on 28th July 2007 at Superbowl Safra Mount Faber (No 2 Telok Blangah Way Tel: 6276-6552).

Entry Fee shall be S$40/- per team (include lunch buffet for 2, to be confirmed)

3. ELIGIBILITY 
This Challenge is open to all members of the public. 
4. COMPETITION / FORMAT OF PLAY 
This is a Doubles event where each person shall play a 3-game series. Teams may comprise of either members from the same or opposite gender.
Step-Ladder Finals (Baker  Format)

The top 8 teams after the 3-game series will qualify for the step-ladder finals bowling the Baker Format. The Baker format allows each member of a doubles team to follow each other in order, each bowling a complete frame until a complete (10-frame) game is bowled. In the event of a tie in the step-ladder finals, the teams shall each bowl a frame, the team with a higher score for the next frame shall be determined the winner. If this still ends in a tie, the next frame will be bowled and this will continue until the tie is broken.
Game 1: 
Match 1

The 1st and 8th placed team shall play a one-game roll-off. The winner shall proceed to match 5.
Match 2
The 4d and 5h placed team shall play a one-game roll-off. The winner shall proceed to match 5.

Match 3

The 3d and 6h placed team shall play a one-game roll-off. The winner shall proceed to match 6.
Match 4
The 2nd and 7th placed team shall play a one-game roll-off. The winner shall proceed to match 6.
Game 2: 

Match 5

The Winner of match 1 and match 2 shall play a one-game roll-off. The winner shall proceed to match 7.
Match 6

The Winner of match 3 and match 4 shall play a one-game roll-off. The winner shall proceed to match 7.
Game 3:

Match 7

The Winner of match 5 and match 6 shall play a one-game roll-off. The winner will win the competition.

5. HANDICAP 
Female bowlers are given a 10 pin handicap for each game bowled in the 3-games series. Handicap of female bowler will be reduced to 5 pins per female bowler in the step ladder final, as two bowlers will share to complete one 10 frame game.
5. TIE BREAKER PROCEDURE 
In the event of a tie, the team with the highest high game shall win the tie-breaker. If this still ends in a tie, the next high game will be used and this will continue until the tie is broken.
6. INTERUPTED GAME 
The Tournament Manager may authorize the completion of a game and series on another pair of lanes when equipment failure on the starting lanes would delay the normal progress of the game.

	7. BOWLING ON WRONG LANES 
When the lead-off bowler bowls on the wrong lane and the error is discovered before another bowler has bowled, a dead ball is declared and the bowler will be required to re-bowl on the correct lane. When more than one bowler has bowled on the wrong lane, the game shall be completed without adjustments and the next game shall be started on the correctly scheduled lane. 

8. SLOW BOWLING

Slow bowling is not allowed and bowlers must bowl when it is their turn to do so. 

9. REGISTRATION OF BOWLING BALL

It is the bowler’s responsibility to ensure that all bowling balls used are verified for correctness of weight and other specifications, conforming to WTBA Playing Rules. 

10. DRESS CODE

 Bowlers are required to be properly and appropriately dressed for bowling. If the Tournament Manager is of opinion that a bowler is not properly and appropriately dressed, he/she may not be permitted to bowl. In the event of TV coverage, it is the prerogative of the Tournament Manager to stipulate the attire to be worn. 

11. PRIZE AND AWARDS 
Prizes in the form of cash/merchandise etc, will be awarded to the winners of the tournament. There will be NO Perfect Game award in this tournament. House awards shall not apply. 

12. PROTEST
Protest involving eligibility or general playing rules must be submitted in writing to the Technical Committee before prize presentation. 

13. ERRORS 
Errors in scoring or errors in calculation must be corrected by a responsible tournament official immediately upon discovery of such errors. Questionable errors shall be decided by the Technical Committee. 
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
