RULES & REGULATIONS

	1. Eligibility

The SPBC Doubles’ Challenge is a tournament open to Freshmen of AY 2008, 2nd Year & 3rd Year students and staff of Singapore Polytechnic Bowlers’ Club (SPBC) only.

2. Entry Fee & Venue
The entry fee will be $40.00 /- per team. The venue for this tournament is Singapore Polytechnic Graduates’ Guild (SPGG).

3. Format of Play.
 Each bowler will bowl a 3-game series.
Top 8 will qualify to play in the stepladder(baker format).


4. Tie-Breaking Procedure
In the event of a tie, the bowler with the highest high game will win the tie-breaker. If this still ends in a tie, the next high game will be used until the tie is broken. 

5. Tardy Bowlers
In the event of tardy bowlers, the bowler may be permitted to join in at the frame of the game that the opponent bowler is bowling, in the respective lane. The clock in the host venue will be the official timepiece.
	6. Check-in Procedure
All bowlers are to check-in 30 minutes before the scheduled time of each squad, failing which he/she will be disqualified with his/her Entry Fee in FULL will be forfeited.

7. Interrupted Game
The tournament manager may authorize the completion of a game or series on another pair of lanes when equipment failure on the starting lanes would delay the normal progress of the game.


8. Dress Code

Bowlers are required to be properly and
appropriately dressed for bowling. If the

tournament manager is of the opinion that a bowler is not properly dressed, he/she may not be permitted to bowl.
9. Behavior on lanes
Bowlers are requested to refrain themselves from swearing on the lanes and shall restrict themselves to their respective lanes and exercise consideration for all participants.
10. Others

Bowlers wearing soft rubber soles on their non-sliding foot may be disqualified from further bowling, subject to the inspection of the tournament manager. No powder is allowed on the bowlers’ area. Bowlers are not allowed to sand or apply any form of liquid or chemical on the surface of bowling balls during any block of competition. The tournament manager reserves the right to accept or reject any entry they deem fit.
