The examination in January will consist of  three sections all of which should be attempted.


Section 1.
Attempt TWO essays from a choice of 4 covering strand 1 of the course.  The questions will be similar to those in Sections 2 and 3 of last year's exam 
You are recommended to take 45 minutes to complete this section.  Each essay will be worth 25 marks


Section 2
Attempt TWO essays from a choice of 10 on the Video presentations.
You are recommended to take 45 minutes to complete this section.  Each essay will be worth 25 marks


Section 3
6 short questions  from a choice of 8 on strand 2 of the course.  These are NOT multiple choice format and there will be no associated negative marking.
You are recommended to take 30 minutes to answer this section.  Each question will be worth 5 marks.
The questions will have a variety of formats and will require for example:
        An answer, at most, 2 or 3 sentences long.
        Providing missing words or phrases
        Providing a brief definition of a term - perhaps with illustrative example.
        Making an annotated diagram.
        Compiling a short list of  symptoms or clinical features.
