DNA Transcription.

Genes transcribed to form primary transcripts by enzymes called RNA polymerases, they produce RNA copy of DNA by synthesizing its complement. There are three types of RNA polymerase which transcribe different classes of genes. It is initiated by the polymerase recognizing and binding to promoters (sequences on the DNA) they are upstream of the transcription start site. The polymerase binds with transcription factors to form an initiation complex which recognises the promoters.
