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Writing a Demo/Quick Lab Report
For some experiments that are simple and do not require much preparation or for teacher demonstrations, you will write up a “quick lab” report.  This is a simplified version of the formal lab.

Components of a Quick Lab:

1. Purpose

- state the reason for the demo/quick lab or the problem question

2. Hypothesis

- your guess as to what you think will happen and why

3. Materials/Procedure:

- just make a reference statement

4. Observations/Data Collection:
- usually descriptive observations are enough

- include any tables, charts, graphs

5. Discussion:
- explain what happened in detail

- explain your results in terms of scientific theory

- include sources of error

6.Conclusion:
- 1-2 sentences that summarize and answer your problem question and/or address your hypothesis
