
The emergency number for Pennsic is 724-368-8741. (This number will only be active during 

Pennsic.) Someone at Info Point will answer the phone. There is only one incoming line, 

please tell people left at home to call only in emergencies. They must leave your full real 

name, your SCA name, and the name of the group with which you are camping. 

If there is a message for you, your name will be posted on a board in front of Info Point. We 

can only attempt to deliver a message for extreme emergencies. If you have reason to be-

lieve that people at home will need to reach you for non-emergency reasons, we suggest you 

regularly phone them to check in, rather than telling them to call the Emergency number.
