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SUCCESS THROUGH PERSERVERANCE
 Buena Vista Community School integrates the core elements of subjects set by Queensland Education System into the curriculum; however we modify certain elements to suit the students learning skills and ability. The learning culture at Buena Vista Community School recognises that the curriculum is the totality of learning experiences offered by the school and its community. Therefore, certain elements are weaved into the curriculum with the purpose for the students learning of their environment and community. For example, the school’s geographic location being at the heart of tourist destination attracting tourist mainly from Japan, the school provides an avenue of learning Japanese language and tourism studies at all year levels to encourage future career prospects in Tourism Industry.
The report card consists of two sections. Detailed reports will be issued at the mid and end of each semester, based on tests, assignments, behaviour, effort, attitude etc. It was designed to correlate with the school ethos and motto “Success through Perseverance” where each student is given an opportunity to know their strengths and weakness. The mid semester report provides an avenue for students to improve themselves in their area of weakness. Interim reports are also issued to enable parents to gauge their child’s progress. The report states the student’s performance levels in their subject areas in numerical values displaying their performance achievements from 1 being excellent to 5 being wanting parent contact, which allow parents to discuss the progress of their children with their respective teachers. The teachers comment section was included to provide personalised feedback from the respective subject teachers to evaluate the student’s progress at that point of time and provides the opportunity for the students to look into specific areas of improvement in that particular subject area. 
However, the semester end report involve the overall performance of a student in that particular semester, grades, percentage score and teacher’s comments from respective subjects undertaken by the students. The overall semester percentage records provides an understanding for students and parents to gage their performance level compared to the year level and overall class level. This record was included to provide the students and their parents with accurate performance standing of the student during the semester and in providing an opportunity for further improvements in future semesters. The grades and percentage record scale is indicated in the report to show the students performance level for readers. The comments from the respective subject teachers would validate their improvements from their interim performance for that particular subject context. The report will also include student’s extra co-curricular participation in school and the comments from the teacher in-charge indicating student performance outside the subject curriculum. The pastoral or form teacher comments will provide the overall students attitude, behaviour, classroom participation etc for the semester which will indicate the students social and behavioural skills in school environment.
The reports are sent home once they are formalised and discussed with students during form teacher and student interview towards the end of the term and semester. The student - teacher interview was conducted to foster closer working relationship between teachers and students to cultivate a school transparency policy with regards to feedback provided to students and parents.
The report card is a clear example of cultivating high standards of student achievement and provides an avenue for students to actualise their capability and responsibility as an active participant of the society. It is an instrument use to validate student’s performance level and provide reliability of their achievement records for future career referrals.
