Some simple rules:

For numbers less than 10, the numbers are in their primary form

For numbers between 10 and 20, the number is expressed as ten plus the number following
Ex. 15 is ten and five, written in Chinese as 十五；
    11 is ten and one, written in Chinese as 十一。

For numbers between 20 and 100, the numbers are expressed as the number of tens plus the number on the units digit
Ex. 20 is two times ten, so the number is expressed as “two ten”, and in Chinese written as 二十；
    96 is 9 times ten plus six, so the number is expressed as “nine ten sex”, and in Chinese written as 九十六。

For numbers between 100 and 1000, the numbers as expressed as the number of hundreds plus the number of tens plus the number on the unit’s digit, if the tenth digit is zero, then the word zero is used in the place
Ex. 101 is expressed as “one hundred zero one”, written in Chinese as 一百零一；

   462 is expressed as “four hundred six ten two”, written in Chinese 四百六十二。
