Directions to Henry Street


Subway: F train to East Broadway (last stop in Manhattan proceeding toward Downtown/Brooklyn).  Exit station from East Broadway (not Madison Street) exit.  Proceed down east Broadway past the Educational Alliance (on your right) and the Seward park branch of the New York City Library (on your left).  When you come to Montgomery Street (more prominently marked as “Samuel Dickstein Plaza”), take a right and after one block take a left onto Henry.  Proceed to 265 Henry Street.


Bus:  Take the M14 bus (which traverses Manhattan along 14th Street) proceeding east.  Exit the bus in front of Henry Street Settlement’s Abrons Art Center, located at the corner of Grand and Pitt Streets.  Walk across Grand Street, through the triangular park, across East Broadway, through the playground of P.S. 134, and right onto Henry Street.  265 Henry Street is the 1st building after the firehouse adjoining the playground.
