SUBJECT:  The effect a near-death experience has on a person.  Wheter the experience is true or not is irrelevant to what has changed about them in the aftermath.

Things to consider:


Explanation of the event which caused the near-death experience


Background on the individual: psychological, occupation, history, behaviorial patterns


The person as they are today, with all above things considered


How they feel about life, routine,  America, and religion.
