Wax works for new 'faster' ski inventors By Nic Fleming, Science Correspondent The days of Britain being the laughing stock of downhill skiing could be numbered, thanks to a new invention.
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Tests of a prototype ski with a continuous waxing system have found them to be up to 32 per cent faster than traditional models on artificial slopes and two per cent quicker on real snow.

Scientists at Sheffield University are negotiating with ski manufacturers and hope to see their technology on the podium at the winter Olympics in Vancouver in 2010.

Peter Styring, professor of chemical engineering at Sheffield, and a keen skier, came up with the idea when he took his daughter to a dry ski slope.

"Seeing the trails the kids were leaving made me realise we needed a system that would constantly replenish removed wax," he said.
“A one or two percent increase in speed in an Olympic or World Cup downhill event represents the difference between finishing in 15th place and winning a gold medal."

The technology, known as Wildfire, turns the rise plate — the hollow structure next to the boot binding — into a sealed fluid reservoir. Wax passes from there to the base of the ski via tiny holes.

Prof Styring and a colleague Dr Alex Routh, tested a range of lubricants. They are unwilling to go into detail about their formulation but say it is liquid and biodegradable.

Tests by the national governing body Snowsport England found that on artificial slopes the new skis were 32 per cent faster on straight downhill glides and 23 per cent faster in slalom races.
